Curiously enough, Britain
seems to serve as a sort of
barometer in this case.
While British defense is
successful, it seems unlike-
ly that Japan will bother
us. British defeat in Europe
would be a signal for bold
aggression in Asia against
British and American inter-
ests.

Although Texas has more Jersey

cows than any other state In the
Union "or any country in the
world," says M. K. Murray, man-
ager of the Texas Dairy Products
Association, "we are breeding our-
selves out of the dairy business.

McMurray says one-half of Tex-
as' dairy cows are being bred to
beef bulls.

"Many dairy farmers have lost
sight of the future," he says, "ab-
solutely, disregarding It for tem-
porary gains from white-faced
calves.

"This trend must be stopped
now if we are to continue to grow
and Improve our milch stock."

Texas will not become a better'
dairy state—It ranks 42nd in pro-
duction per cow, although It is
fourth In the number of cowi kept
for milk—"as long as we have 125,-
000 farms without a single cow and
thousands more) with only two or
three neglected cows," McMurray
says.

"We need more farmers who
will milk from ten to twenty cows.
We need thousands of bulls with
high production lineage. We need
a new crop of dairy heifers, better
milch cows. We need more farms
which through good bulls will
grow into the dairy business, If
only as a side line uf a diversified
program."

from a wilderness of East Texas
plnei, 200 youths are transferring
a 2,500-acre tract of land on the
former Guy. Blount Estate, In the
rich tlmberlands of Nacogdoches
County near the Angelina River,
Into a modern land and livestock
Improvement project farm operat-
ed Jointly by the National Youth
Administration and the Farm Se-
curity Administration.

On Oct. 16, 1939, these youths
launched a work program which
will be climaxed tomorrow when
78 of them move into their new
"home."

Here they will live and work
together In an effort to furnish
the demand for purebred livestock
and poultry, especially In East
Texas.

Foundation livestock for the pro-
ject will be of the highest quality
that can be found for a reasonable
price, and of such breeds as are
adaptable to the agricultural
needs of East Texas, J. C. Kellam,
state NYA administrator, and C.
M. Evans, regional director of the
FSA, said.

Included in the foundation live-
stock to be placed on the project
farm, according to the Joint agree-
ment made by the two sponsoring
agencies, will be eight brood
mares, thirty registered cows,
three registered bulls, six Jennets,
100 head of sheep, 100 head of
goats, two registered cows, 600
baby chicks (soxed), 100 laying
hens and 100 other domestic
Fowls.
