Willie Dawson resides on the STROUD (?)  farm about 4.5 miles SE from Dresden, with WILLIAM DAWSON who 6 weeks prior to this filing of application without consent of Sam & Dorcas took the boy by force.  The mother of the minor child came to her death on JUNE 5, 1883 and left him in the care of her parents, has had him in their care for 6yrs now.  Sam & Dorcas are farmers, have horse teams and tools and make a good and respectable living, they are peaceful, orderly, religious and shun bad disorderly conduct and lewd society, that they are willing and able to board, clothe and educate said minor, according to their rank and station in life.
That William Dawson who now detains said minor is a man of bad habits and violent temper, that he treats and has treated said child cruelly, that said William Dawson has a bad reputation for chastity and associated continually with lewd and unchaste persons and brings said child in contact with such lewdness and unchaste persons.
That said child has no estate real or personal.  Sam Zolicoffer is asking of court to grant guardianship to him and general relief as they may ask from time-to-time.

Who some six weeks prior to filing this application with force and arms and without consent of your petitioners took said minor from the custody and possession of your petitioners and now detaining him by force; that the mother of said minor child Willie Dawson came to her death on June 5th, 1883 and left said Willie Dawson in the care of custody of your petitioners that since said death of Laura Zolicoffer mother of minor; your petitioners have had and exercised the undisputed right to his possession and custody of said child person and for more than six years as had actual possession of the child’s person; that your petitioners are farmers have horse teams and tools to make a good and respectable living; that they are peaceable, orderly, religious and shun bad dissolute (?) and able to board, clothe and education said minor according to their rank and station in life.

That William Dawson who now detains said minor is a man of bad habits and violent temper; that he treats and has treated said child cruelly; that said William Dawson has a bad reputation for chastity and associated continually with such lewd and unchaste person.  That said minor has no estate real or personal.

Wherefore, your petitioners pray judgment accordingly.
