BATTLE OF HODGE OAKS PLANTATION

The 7th annual Battle of Hodge Oaks Plantation, sponsored by the William Henry Parsons Camp #415, SCV, will be held on May 1-2, 2004 (school day April 30) at Chatfield, TX, northeast of Corsicana, on original land of the Hodge Oaks Plantation, established in 1849.
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Battle site is northeast of Corsicana off Interstate 45.
From Corsicana: 7 miles north on I-45, exit FM 1603 and follow signs 4 miles to site.  

From Dallas: approx. 60 miles south on I-45, exit FM 1603, cross over interstate and follows signs.

Via Highway 31: approx. 70 from Tyler to Corsicana; 50 miles from Waco to Corsicana…following Corsicana directions above.

Battle Site location is immediately after the sharp 90 degree left curve just under the 1603 on the map.  Directional signs will indicate reenactor registration tent, parking for reenactors, horse trailers, and spectator parking.
